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DEDICATED TO PRESERVING LAND AND WILDLIFE HABITATS

The Stewardship Committee of the Avalonia Land Conservancy requests your help.

We, as members of the ALC, collectively manage over 2,640 acres on 82+ tracts of land.  We are responsible for the preservation, maintenance, and well being of these properties that have been entrusted to our care.

As the ALC is an all volunteer organization and the resources of the Stewardship Committee are limited, we request the membership (and visitors) provide input when visiting preserves and ask that the membership make a commitment to be the eyes and ears of the ALC.

One way that you can help would be to complete and submit the form on the opposite side of this page whenever you visit one of our properties.

Preserve Visitation Guidelines: For preserves open to public access we allow passive recreational uses such as hiking, bird watching, photography, nature observation, snowshoeing and cross-country skiing.

The following activities are prohibited: motorized vehicles or bicycles (except where posted), hunting, firearms, camping, fires, dumping, construction of any kind of structure or removal of any natural materials (plants, stonewalls, wood etc.).

What to look for: Note general conditions of the preserve’s natural features, signage, trail markers or anything unusual.  Inspect as much of the preserve as possible using marked trails if they exist.  Pick up any litter as you walk the trails and in the parking areas / road frontage.  Look for evidence of motorized vehicles or bike tracks; check trail markers and note any that need to be replaced.  Provide approximate location of blow-downs obstructing the path or erosion issues.  Note any missing signs or damage.

Violators – DO NOT CONFRONT VIOLATORS.  If you observe inappropriate activity note as much information as possible: descriptions of person(s) or vehicle, license plate, date, time and description of activity, then notify the ALC as soon as possible.

Ideally, we’d like to get reports on each property 4 times per year.  Some people may want to take responsibility for one preserve – others may want to visit many preserves – any help you can give would be appreciated.

Non-member input is also appreciated.   Thanks in advance for your time.
